The body is flattened and
moulded.China, 18th centuryKangxi period
(1661-1722) Height: 16.8 cmThe body of this
teapot is circular and flattened, shaped like a
flask. Both the spout and the body are decorated
with floral motifs. The design radiates from the
centre of the body, with branches extending
outward and appearing to follow the contours of
the form. In addition to its flattened shape, the
teapot also displays a subtle spira

movement. Teapots of similar shape
(flask-shaped) can be found, the form itself being
inspired by Islamic pottery. Thistypeis discussed
in Four Centuries of Blue and White, Becky
McGuire, 2023, p. 157. What distinguishes this
particular teapot is the dynamic movement
