The elongated

figures, dreamlike atmospheres, and strong

emotional intensity are hallmarks of his

Symbolist style, aimed--according to the artist



himself--at creating an art that "gives the illusion

of life." Related works, such as the renowned

painting housed at the National Gallery of Art in

Washington, highlight the importance of this

subject within his oeuvre.The engraving,

measuring 48 x 36 cm, is enhanced by a period

frame, which adds elegance and presence to the

work.
