The

armrests are both robust and elegant, their slope

flowing seamlessly into the seat, which is also

wide (45cm) and deep (45cm), providing absolute

comfort for these plush chairs with their beautiful

seat and elegant back, both in size and curve. The

balance achieved in these two chairs is rare and

evokes a pleasing vision of rustic charm blended

with provincial elegance.
