military scenes, which reveal a keen eye for the

changes taking place in modern France.Our

painting of the visit of Minister of War Bertaux

(1852-1911), by Ernest Jean Delahaye, depicts an

official scene taking place in a school hall or



municipal venue.Delahaye uses a soft, luminous

palette of beiges, warm grays and pastels, and a

precise brushwork that lends the scene an

atmosphere both solemn and warm.
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
