It is

made almost entirely of horn, the shaft composed

of numerous horn discs in various colors. Metal

ferrule. An atypical and refined piece, typical of

sophisticated men's accessories of the Belle

Époque. It is flexible and was not intended for

leaning. It measures 36,22 inches in length.
