Thisis due to the
fineness and regularity of the knotted knot. A true
work of art. Aestheticaly, it features arather
subdued palette, with the exception of a saturated
indigo blue in the central section. Thisisthe
originality and, one might say, the soul of this
piece. Three large medallions in the central field
are framed by a main border with stylized floral
motifs. In short, the rug possesses a rare el egance.
It isfar removed from classic Caucasian rugs.
Here, simplicity reigns; the motifs seem scul pted
into the material itself. The mastery is complete.
