Large piece: 70 cm
high x 12 cm wide, in ebony. Good overall
condition, with an old patina and wear consistent
with age. This sculpture belongs to the tradition
of African workshop sculptures intended for
collectors and enthusiasts of tribal art. Itisan
artistic piece, far beyond mere tourist
merchandise, and possesses genuine aesthetic
