Jules No&l was a
charming artist: his drawings are full of verve,
and his watercolors and paintings are executed
with a spirited touch. He was particularly
successful in depicting the Normandy coast, and
in this genre, he follows in the footsteps of
Eugene Isabey. Hisfamiliar scenes of lifein
towns, the countryside, and by the sea offer a
picturesgue and vibrant perspective.
