The decoration features laurel wreaths cascading
down on either side of

the dial. Foliage, scrolls, tendrils, and rosettes are
motifs highly

characteristic of the Louis XV1 style. Small
draperies and elements

tied with knots symbolize harmony and bal ance.
The lower section

features a panel adorned with an acanthus |eaf
motif and an openwork

cartouche. The dia is supported by two elements
shaped like flames or

stylized pine cones, symbols of vitality and
eternity. The upper

section displays a covered, flame-shaped vase
resting on a pedestal.

Thevaseis encircled by small lateral columns
and decorated with

bronze beads. The flame at the top symbolizes
knowledge, purification,

and the spirit.

Original mechanism, unaltered. Strikes the hours
and half-hours on an

antique bell.
