Polychrome

ornamentation in underglaze blue, red, and gilt

highlights.The decoration is organized in

alternating vertical panels depicting terrace

scenes with railings, perching birds, and

blooming peonies, along with reserves on a

cobalt-blue ground enhanced with gilt scrollwork

and floral motifs.The ensemble rests on a

four-legged, chased and gilt-bronze mount in a

neo-classical Louis XVI style, dating from the

19th century.Note: Visible damage at the necks

(hairline cracks, chips, and losses). Collector's



wax present under the bases.
