The energetic and
synthetic brushstrokes emphasize masses and
architectural rhythms rather than descriptive
detail. This pictorial approach evokes certain
explorations in mid-20th-century modern
painting, where the landscape becomes a pretext
for an amost abstract construction of space. The
painting is presented in a handsome oak frame
with a simple profile that particularly enhances
the artwork.
