Important 19th-century devotional painting

representing Saint Catherine of Genoa (Caterina

Fieschi Adorno) writing her famous Treatise on

Purgatory.The saint is shown kneeling while

writing, assisted by a celestial vision of the Virgin

and Child. The Child points toward the open

book, where the title "Trattato sul Purgatorio di

Caterina Fieschi Adorno da Genova" can clearly

be read. Two female figures with angelic features

observe the scene.The composition, conceived as

a true altarpiece, presents a strong vertical

structure and a theatrical arrangement typical of

19th-century religious painting. The painting

shows a refined pictorial quality, particularly in

the rendering of faces, draperies and
