The entire surface shows

fine, evenly distributed hammering facets, a

testament to the coppersmith's great skill. The

edges of the neck and foot are reinforced with an

iron stiffener. The longitudinal joints are made in



a dovetail joint. This jug does not have a thumb

rest The interior is tinned for its food-related

function (water, milk, wine, etc.). .
