It strikes the hours

and half-hours (if desired) like a cathedral thanks

to its snail-wound spring bell; its key is present,

and it runs thanks to its two winding mechanisms,

the pendulum weight having an independent

attachment for transport, a typical piece of the

Napoleon III style, originating from the famous

and once wealthy leather-making town in the



Tarn region.
