Late X1Xe - Early XXe centuryNepa A ritual
object with a strong symbolic charge, this
monoxyle wooden scul pture represents a spring
guardian from Himalayan traditions. In Nepalese
cultures, water points - springs, fountains and
ancient networks (dhara, hiti) - are perceived as
places inhabited by invisible forces, requiring
protection and mediation. These figures were
installed to preserve the balance between men,
the elements and the spirits linked to water.A
protective presence linked to sacred watersin
local beliefs, water constitutes a living space,
associated with entities that should be honored
and appeased. The guardian acts as afigure of
intercession, ensuring the continuity of the source
and the protection of surrounding
communities. The marked frontality, absence of
