From the 1990s until his death in 2022, pastel
was his main mode of expression, "it's the way to
unite painting and drawing", as he confided to
Michel Hilaire, former curator of the Musée
Fabre. The strength of his painting stems from his
constant determination never to neglect drawing
in favor of color, nor color in favor of drawing.
He putsit very well himself: "When | work with
color, drawing calls me to order", "When | draw
with black stone, charcoal or Indian ink, | think
color. The grandeur and originality of his painting
stem from his determination to stay away from
trends and fashions, and to live as close to nature
as possible. Hisfigurative painting is modern,
with an ever-increasing focus on the essential, to
the point of reducing the subject to the point of
approaching abstraction.Jean-Pierre Blanche's
work has been exhibited at the Musée Estrinein
Saint-Rémy-de-Provence, the Musée Fabre in
Montpellier, and the Musée Regards de Provence
in Marseille in 2024.
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
