He studied in Munich with Frank Duveneck and

at the Royal Academy,before continuing his

training at the Académie Julian in Paris

underJean-Paul Laurens and Benjamin Constant.

He alsofrom William Merritt Chase in the



U.S.A.At the outbreak of the First World War,

Darling returned to the United Statesand spent

two years in New York. He then moved to
