Brush mark under the base to be identified,

probably workshop mark.Height 25.5cm, max

width 16cm, depth 11-12cm. Very good overall

condition, note a firing crack on a leaf of one

handle as well as a few other discreet, original

ones. Slight patina especially on the neck and

rim, discreet and in harmony with the style and



age of the object. Approx. 1.2 kg.
