Laterhis styleornamentation would become rich

in detail and pattern; sequins and gold. Our doll

features a "helmet" hairstyle, inspired by

Buddha's spherical bun. Some art critics describe

this doll as embodying the "beauty of



silence".---------------------about kokeshis kokeshi

appeared in the 1820s-40s (late edo

era).Originally, they were made from scrap wood

by craftsmen and peasants and sold to

townspeople.They were toys for little girls, or

offered as tokens of love or friendship; or

symbolized the desire to have a healthy child.the

doll is the result of a Shinto communion with

nature (forest / wood / landscape).Their chignon

is an evocation of Buddha.A certificate, an artist's

note and a detailed explanation of the art of

kokeshis will be given to the purchaser.
