Important and seductive oil on canvas of arched
form depicting amusical alegory animated by
musical putti in a monumental rocaille
architecture, work of the Northern Italian school
probably dating from the mid-18th century, circa
1730-1760.This large-format decorative
composition is fully in keeping with the European
rococo taste, heir to late Italian Baroque. The
work deploys a particularly elegant scenography
around a vast architectural cartouche with scrolls,
shells and counter-curves, within which evolve
several winged putti manipulating scores and
musical instruments. The sceneis organized

librettos. The ensemble directly evokes the great
18th-century aristocratic decorations intended for
music salons, libraries or reception
apartments. The background landscape,
punctuated by cypress trees and mountainous
faraway scenes bathed in atmospheric light,
reinforces the Italian influence of this work and
recalls the great V enetian and Lombard
decorations of the 18th century.The particularly
harmonious chromatic palette devel ops subtle
sage greens, celestial blues, golden ochres and
pearly complexions typical of the rococo
aesthetic.The decorative quality of this canvasis
remarkable:excellent visual presence,el egant
movement of the lines,beautiful mastery of
volumes,finesse of glazes,very balanced
composition.The canvas has benefited from a
small old restoration of quality allowing it today a
very beautiful presentation.Because of its original
arched form and large dimensions, this work was
probably intended as an integrated element of
architectural decor: door overlay, painted
woodwork or decorative panel of an aristocratic
salon.A particularly decorative, refined and
luminous work, ideal for aclassical interior, a
historic home or an important collection of old
paintings.
