The classic

vase-shaped body rests on a quadrangular

architectural base, richly decorated with

ornamental motifs in the neoclassical style.The

central body is embellished with allegorical

figures in high relief, chiseled with great

refinement and precision, while the upper section

features elegantly curved arms supporting the



candle holders, creating a harmonious and

monumental ensemble.The quality of the

chiseling, the balance of the proportions, and the

presence of the signature make this pair a

museum-quality piece of great rarity and

collectible value.Ideal for prestigious settings,

historic salons, or collections of Empire-style

bronzes, these candelabra represent a masterpiece

of early 19th-century French decorative

art.Period: Early 19th century;Provenance:
