A pupil of Jules
Hervé-Mathé at the Ecole des Beaux Artsin Le
Mans, he became a teacher there, then taught in
Lesneven (1912-1914), Fougéres (1914-1919),
Aix-en-Provence (1920), at the Lycée
Georges-Clemenceau (Nantes) (1921-1930), then
in Paris at the Lycée Janson-de-Sailly and the
Lycée Henri-1V, where he was in charge of
preparatory drawing courses for the grandes
écoles. He a'so taught at the Académie Julian. A
member of the Société des artistes francais, heis
known for his scenes of daily life.
