( diameter 24 cm).Good condition, with a small

chip on the underside of one dinner plate, slightly

worn gilding on one dinner plate, minor wear on

the gilding and monograms. (see photos).The

monogram represents the letter M , interlaced

with the letters J and C ( or L?).The crown is a

noble model for Count and Countess with 9

branches topped with pearls.Early 19th - early

20th century.
