The seats are entirely upholstered in Pondichéry
fabric by Casal, whose Indian decor elegantly

Founded by
André Mailfert (1884-1943), in thefirst half of
the twentieth century the Orléans firm developed
an important production of seats and furniture
inspired by French antique models. Other chairs
from the same Paris apartment bore the famous
salamander mark of the Mailfert workshops,
reinforcing this probable attribution.
