This passage is recounted in
all four Gospels, constituting one of the final
episodes of Jesus tria, prior to the crowning with
thorns. With the Counter-Reformation came the
introduction of a common iconographic scheme
depicting Christ bound to atall column, thus
evoking the relic of the column of the flagellation
brought to Romein 1223 by Cardinal Giovanni
Colonna and preserved in the Basilica of Santa
Prassede. The contorted figure of the tortured
Christ is depicted here at the center of the scene,
with a striking characterization given by his
deathly pallor and bruised face, thus creating a
