Description

A refined portrait of a young lady, oil on canvas,

attributed to the French school of the early 19th

century, within the context of portraiture from the

Empire period. The figure is depicted in a

half-length portrait, turned slightly in a

three-quarter view, with her gaze directed toward

the viewer in an expression of quiet composure.

The delicate complexion, the slightly rosy cheeks,

and the brown hair gathered in soft Greek-style

curls constitute the typical iconographic elements

of female portraiture of the period. The white

off-the-shoulder dress, adorned with a floral

insert on the sleeve, is emblematic of French

Empire fashion. The landscape background with

dark vegetation lends depth and a sense of

understated elegance to the composition. The

painting is preserved in its original contemporary



frame, carved and gilded in the Empire style,

which completes its historical and decorative

unity.
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
