diameter.The factory, established in rue de Bondy

(now rue René-Boulanger), benefited from the

patronage of Louis-Antoine de France, Duc

d'Angoulême, son of the Comte d'Artois, future

Charles X.As was customary, the prince did not

directly manage the workshop, but allowed it to

benefit from the use of his name and cipher.
