The structure, in wood

painted in pale blue and off-white tones, boasts

turned legs and X-shaped crosspieces,

characteristic of the Gustavian style and

neoclassical influence in Sweden..Wear marks

and cracks in the weathered paint testify to its

authenticity and history, while its gigogne

mechanism (extendable table) makes it both a

practical and aesthetically pleasing piece. Perfect
