His son,
Joseph Nattero, born in Marseille in 1904,
followed in his father's footsteps and painted all
hislife.At the age of 26, from October 1896 to
April 1897, thanks to a scholarship from the city
of Toulon, he attended the Ecole nationale
supérieure des beaux-artsin Paris for afew
months, where he was a pupil of Léon Bonnat.
