Particularly

effective is the contrast between the shaded areas

and the intense bursts of color that illuminate the

scene, creating a poetic and theatrical atmosphere

of great charm.The brushwork, swift and

confident, constructs the image through concise

swaths of color and skillful lighting

effects--qualities that characterize the artist's

finest work. The painting combines remarkable

decorative power with a refined evocative quality,

transporting the viewer to the elegant and

dreamlike Venice of the first half of the 20th

century.A painting of excellent artistic quality,

particularly representative of the coloristic

sensibility and expressive freedom that made

Renato Natali one of the leading figures in

20th-century Livorno painting.
