Each medallion features five rosettes
arranged in a cross, complemented by other
stylized floral motifs. The medallions are
surrounded by stepped, crenellated motifs
designed to protect the family.Also within the
central field, one can appreciate the presence of
four Caucasian guls arranged in three distinct
bands, symbolizing family, lineage, and
continuity.All around the field is a magnificent,
unbroken border of intertwined hook motifs
symbolizing protection.
