Daler-Rowney's reputation as a manufacturer of
the finest art materials dates back some 230 years.
In 1783, the Rowney Company was established
when Richard and Thomas Rowney moved to
central London and opened premises selling
perfumes and wig powder. Asthe wearing of
wigs soon became unfashionable (an event for
which George IV was blamed when he discarded
his own wig), the Rowneys re-focused their
activities and concentrated upon producing artists
colours. They achieved notable success,
supplying famous artists such as Constable and
Turner. Indeed, Turner was afamily friend for
whom the company became the appointed official
lithographers.
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
