Passaglia and Raffaello Pagliacetti. In 1883 he

sculpts a bust "Dopo il rimprovero". In 1898, he

won the first prize in the international



competition of Turin with a Christ's head: "Ecce

homo" and in 1900 he won the Gregoriano

contest of Rome with "Noli me tangere". He

participated in the Universal Exhibition of Paris

in 1900 and 1904. In 1908 he won the project of

independence monument of Buenos Aires. In

1910 he participated in the project of decoration

of the bridge Vittorio Emmanuele in Rome. In

1920 he exhibited a "Cleopatra" at the

Primaverile Fiorentina. He died in December
