He was trained by his

father and first did serious work in 1847 on a

drawing trip to Wales. His work was exhibited at

the Royal Academy and Suffolk Street Gallery

and other prestigious galleries of the time, and he

was elected an associate of the Royal Institute of

Painters in Water Colors in 1848 and a full



member in 1851.
