Famous subject taken from the marble
group installed in front of the Paris Operain
1869. Patina of nuanced ocher origin with
alterations in age. Tambourine replaced (in
accordance with the original). Jean-Baptiste
Carpeaux (1827/1875) was born in Valenciennes,
heisin Parisin 1838 and learns drawing and
sculpture at the School of Decorative Arts.
Student of the Beaux-Artsin Parisin 1844 with
Francois Rude as teacher, histalent was rewarded
with a Rome Prizein 1854 and resided at the
VillaMedici in 1856. Back in France in 1862 and
