The compasition, the rustic scene
showing figures tending to rich herds around a
well in atwilight atmosphere, are al typica
elements of the style of the great Bassano dynasty
including the founding father Jacopo Bassano
(1510-1592) was the most prominent
representative. His son Francesco (1549-1592)
collaborated for along timein his father's works
and extended their style. Another of his sons,
Leandro (1557-1622), focused mainly on
portraiture. The Bassano dynasty remains one of
the flagship schools of Venetian painting of the
16th and 17th centuries, it will last even until the
18th century. The second half of the 16th century
marks its peak sinceit is during this period that
