In belt, a drawer discovering a

writing desk sheathed in matching leather, two

inkwells and various lockers including a secret.

Superb curule base in solid mahogany finished

with gilt bronze wheels. This desk is largely made

of solid mahogany, a sign of high quality and

attributable to the Jacob Brothers. Perfectly

balanced and inspired by Ancient Rome with its

curule (X-shaped) base, the set has been

completely restored.
