The
upper part of the cabinet endsin adiminutive
groove with rosewood veneer, bronze rod around
its perimeter, bronze flower motifs at the corners
and in the middle a bronze palmette. Inits
projecting top is an important gadrooned bronze
molding. At each corner, we find a bronze drop
and in the middle an intertwined pattern. Graceful
and elegant, this Napoleon |11 secretary from the
19th century will delight you with the finesse of
its ornamentation.
