From these
countries Marty has drawn emblematic and
sublime works. Hisjob as ateacher and his
activities as a decorator for the plays performed at
the Bordeaux Opera did not leave him time to
pursue an activity as a painter mediated by the
galery system. That said, he wasn't particularly
looking for success. We can even say that he did
nothing for it. Who has not attended the
correction of one of his drawings by this master
does not know what drawing means. 1968 and the
events at the fine arts were fatal to him. He didn't
understand what was happening to him, neither
did we, or rather only too well. The massacre of
ancient statues and moulds, the massacre of
learning, of effort, of the probity of design, in the
words of Ingres, was annihilated by a handful of
unfortunates who wanted to smoke and
unfortunates who wanted to wear jeans. They
didn't know they were so manipulated, they
thought they were "free" and wanted to breathe a
breath of freedom into art.
