He enrolled in 1917 at the
Ecole des Beaux Artsin Pariswhere he was a
pupil of Fernand Cormon and Ernest Laurent. He
exhibited for the first timein Parisin 1922 at the
Galerie Devambez. In 1923, he was rewarded
with a Silver Medal at the Salon for "Christ"
