An important motif representing a
bouquet of flowers and foliage is very finely
carved and lightly gilded as areminder. The
lower part of this article is made of a cut-out
crosspiece having the same relief pattern and the
same cove molding as the upper part, the latter
going to attenuate on curved volute feet.
