Passionate about decorative arts, he made several

trips to France and Europe (Italy, Switzerland,

Germany, the Netherlands and England) to

deepen his knowledge and perfect his technique.

Jacob Petit produces a large number of decorative

porcelain objects: crockery, vases, teapots,

perfume bottles, incense burners, inkwells,

paperweights, trinket trays, clocks, interior lights,

and even fireplaces Very beautiful Paris porcelain

fruit bowl with floral and gilding decoration.
